☆Wisteria at Ohama Park 
 
Ohama Park is known for its wis-
teria. Within this park there are 3 
areas with wisteria pergolas, and 
the one that is located north to a 
monkey breeding cage was planted 
when Ohama Park was established 
in 1879, so its over 140 years old.  
 
From late April, when the flowers 
start blooming, it produces clusters 
of white flowers around 25cm in 
length. There are 2 other wisteria 
pergolas with light purple-
coloured flowers. 
 
Ohama Park: 10-minute walk 
from Sakai station (Nankai Line).  

☆Azaleas at the Asakayama Greenway  
 

Around 2500 azalea bushes 
will reach peak bloom around late 
April. You can leisurely walk along the 
600m walkway while enjoying the 
flowers! Did you know that the azalea 
is Sakai City’s official flowering bush? 
The Asakayama Greenway was origi-
nally the site of the Asakayama Water 
Filtration Plant and azaleas were first 
planted in 

1937 for the public to enjoy, leading to 
them being widely loved and designated as 
the city’s official flowering bush. 
Nearest station: Asaka station (JR Hanwa 
Line), Asakayama station (Nankai Koya 
Line), Aisengakuen-mae bus stop (Nankai 
bus). 

☆Opening of the Old Gunsmith Work-
shop and Residence  
 
The Old Gunsmith Workshop and Residence offers visitors with a 
unique, interactive experience, where you can learn all about gun 
manufacturing in the actual place they were made. You can really feel 
the history as you walk through the workshop and residence, with 
traditional tatami rooms, exhibition cases, a video about the gunsmith 
industry in Sakai and even a beautiful Japanese garden you can see 
through the open shouji sliding doors. There is also a room where you 
can try blowing the bellows to grow the virtual fire on the screen and 
you can also practice using a mallet while following the instructions 
of the video.  
 
During May traditional samurai armor and a carp 
streamer will be displayed at the Traditional Town-
house Museums (Seigakuin, Yamaguchi Residence 
& Old Gunsmith Workshop and Residence) from 
the 1st to the 27th. For more information, please 
scan the QR code.

When requesting a certificate or submitting a 
notification, you need documents to prove 
your identity and depending on the process an 
inkan seal too. 
Depending on the contents of the notification 
or application, we may have to enquire with 
other municipalities or receive attachments 
from them so it may not be possible to com-
plete the procedures on the day. Please en-
quire beforehand.  
You can issue documents such as copy of 
residence certificate, inkan seal registration 
certificate, city or prefectural tax certificate at 
the convenience store using your My Number 
card (foreign language services unavailable).  
 
Civic Affairs Division:  
Procedures for changing residence (excluding 
cases where school enrollment consultations 
are necessary), name seal registration, notifi-
cation of family registration, issuance of cop-
ies of residence certificate etc., receiving My 
Number Card etc.

※Tax Notice 
 
May will be the appointed time for payment 
for the light vehicle tax and also the start of 
the first appointed time for the fixed property 
and city planning taxes. The deadline is Fri-
day May 31st. Please pay at the nearest bank-
ing facility, post office, convenience store, or 
by internet, credit card or mobile banking. 
Please make sure to pay before the deadline.  
  
For those that use the automatic transfer, pay-
ment will automatically be deducted on Fri-
day May 31st so please check that 
you have sufficient funds. 
 
If you pay the car type-based 
levy of the light vehicle tax 
through your bank account trans-
fer, a tax payment proof will be sent you 
around mid-June to be submitted on having 
your car inspected. 

☺Free Cancer Screening Test 
 
The free screening tests offered as part of the 
campaign to promote people to take them 
more often will continue to be offered until 
March 31st 2025. Lets get checked regularly! 
 
Stomach cancer – even number ages 50 and 
over 
Lung cancer – 40 and over 
Large intestine cancer – 40 and over 
Uterine cancer – wom-
en of even number ages 
20 and over 
Breast cancer – wom-
en of even number ages 
40 and over 
Stomach cancer risk 
check-up – once be-
tween ages 35-49 
Prostate cancer – even number ages 50-69 
(done at the same time as stomach, lung or 
large intestine cancer screenings) 
 
*Those at an odd numbered 
age are eligible for testing if 
they didn’t get tested the 
previous year. 

 
*Group examinations are for 
lung cancer only. All other tests 
will have to be arranged indi-
vidually at medical institutions. 
 

※School Expense Subsidies 

Sakai City offers financial 
assistance to families with 
children in public primary and 
junior high schools who have 
difficulty covering primary 
school lunch fees, school sup-
plies and other related expens-
es. Eligible families will fall into one of the 
following groups based on their total house-
hold income from 2023 (please note the 
amount of income may vary depending on 
household members’ ages) 

・2 person households – 2.07 million yen or 

less 

・3 person households – 2.56 million yen or 

less 

・4 person households – 2.78 million yen or 

less 

・5 person households – 3.15 million yen or 

less 

・6 person households – 3.55 million yen or 

less 

The application process must be completed 
between April 15th to 30th (excluding week-
ends and public holidays). Apply either at the 
school your child is enrolled at or bring your 
name seal and documentation for your bank 
account to your local ward office’s application 
counter. Online applications (until April 30th) 
and by post (postmark deadline April 30th) are 
also accepted. Applications can still be made 
after this period until the end of February next 
year, however in that instance, subsidies will 
be calculated from the month you apply. 

Please note that the school expense subsidy 
does not roll over automatically and must 
be reapplied for each year.  

More detailed information will be delivered 
through schools at the start of April and will 
be available in English, Chinese, Korean, 
Spanish, Portuguese, Vietnamese and Tagalog 
upon request. 

☺  National Health Insurance Dead-
lines 
 
For payments other than pension payments, 
the national health insurance payment period 
will be from June until the March the next 
year, at the end of each month (December is 
on 25th), and the payment period for the medi-
cal health insurance for the elderly is from 
July to March also at the end of every month 
(December will be next year January 4th 
(direct debit is December 28th)). Furthermore, 
the deadline for April and 
May is as follows.

✿ Smoking and Littering Ban 

 
In Sakai City, there is a ban on 
smoking and littering stretching 
from around Sakai Higashi station, 
the City Hall and Oshoji road to 
Sakai station (East to West). There is a 1000 
yen penalty fee if caught. 
The areas of western Sakaihigashi station, 
Nakamozu station, Mikunigaoka station, JR 
Sakaishi station and the shopping arcade in 
front of it and Komyoike Station have been 
marked as priority areas for improvement. 
We appreciate your cooperation. 

✿ Parking Ban-

Zones for Bicycles & 
Mini Bikes 

 
Each railway station in 
Sakai City (except for the Hankai 
Line) is designated as a parking ban 
zone. Bicycles and mini bikes left in 
the zone will be removed. In addition, 
we will collect the removal & storage 
fee for the return of a removed bike or 
mini bike.

 Emergency Numbers

- Ambulances are free to use however, they 
are only for emergencies, not for minor 
illnesses or injuries. 
- When you call 119, the operator can set up 
a three way call with an interpreter. It can 
take up to 10 seconds to connect, during 

which the caller should wait on the line. 

✿ Storing Water in Case of Disaster 
 

It’s important to store drinkable water for at least 7 days in case 
of a disaster. One person drinks about 3 liters of water for one 
day. It is necessary to save water in case of a large earthquake 
that could result in water pipes being damaged, causing filthy 
or sewage water not being properly disposed. If this happens, it 
is recommended that you refrain from using the water from the 
pipes. By doing this, you can reduce the sewage up to about 

70%.
